Dear Parents,

Thank you so much for allowing us to learn and worship with your child!  This month will be another
busy one for our 2  through 5  graders!  Today, we begin a new rotation cycle, learning all about thend th

Symbols of Holy Week.  During this next rotation, your 2 , 3 , 4 , or 5  grader will rotate between fournd rd th th

workshops that will help them learn and explore the symbols associated with Holy Week and Easter. 
Using symbols can help double children’s learning potential as they engage different areas of the brain by
both seeing and hearing Bible stories.  Through this unit, children will recognize the stories related to the
events of Holy Week, and create a way to share the story with others.  The Bible references for this lesson
are Matthew 21:1-17; 26-27, Mark 11:1-11; 14-15, Luke 19:28-40; 22-23, and John 12:12-19; 13-19. 
Please remind your child to bring their Bible to class each week, if possible.  Also, I encourage you to talk
with your child about what they did in class each week.  What did your child like or dislike about the
activity they did?  What did they learn from class?
